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Changes of Note for Returning Groups

Cost – The price for trips in 2012 is $1450 per person.

Short-term Mission Insurance – This is again a requirement for all participants.  Please be sure the proof of insurance is attached to each notarized participation form and brought with you to Harmons. Health Issues – If anyone on your team has a significant health issue, please email our Medical Director, Elizabeth Wright, at elizabeth@wonbyonetojamaica.com  weeks before your trip so appropriate precautions can be taken on the ground in Jamaica.

Store – Our store has reopened as “Blessings In Store” and is now completely run by Jamaicans.  The donations that groups bring are sold in this thrift shop and are priced on a per-item basis.  This new format allows community members to shop when they want for the items they need.  The changes in the story have been met with much excitement and enthusiasm by the locals.  Based on this new format, some of our needs for donations have changed.  Please be sure to refer to the new donations sheet attached below.

Ice Cream Nights – There will now be an ice cream social time in the courtyard once during your stay.  This will be paid for by the ministry.  Everyone coming to the courtyard – Jamaicans and Americans – will get a ticket for one free ice cream cone.  

Thursday Night Dinner – Thursday night, you will have the opportunity to eat dinner with local Jamaicans.  Sometimes this will be in the traditional “Meals on Heels” format and other times the Jamaicans will come to eat at the Harmony House, so we can show our appreciation to them by providing a meal for them.  We will try our best to facilitate eating with your sponsored family if they are a part of this program.  If you will be going into host homes for the evening, we would ask that you would bring a small hostess gift with you – about one gift per four people.  Small, local gifts from your hometown would be welcome.

Craft Night and Challenge – We do accept credit card payments on this evening, but we much prefer checks.  It is easier to take care of it all that night, so please encourage your group members to bring one or two personal checks with them in case they want to use it for gifts/souvenirs/coffee or to donate to the challenge.  Cash will still be needed for drinks, smoothies, and shopping in Ocho Rios.

TOOLS
heavy duty brick trowels, paint brushes, framing hammers, handsaws, heavy electrical cords, power tools, drill bits, 7.5” saw blades, small bolt cutters, screw bits (Please only bring quality, name brand tools, the cheaper tools will not hold up. It would be better to bring 1 good tool rather than several cheap ones.)
SCHOOL SUPPLIES
backpacks, hard black composition books, notebooks, pencils, pens, markers, school glue, rulers, scissors, tape, construction paper 
SHOES 
any shoes, work boots, adult soccer shoes, black school shoes, children’s shoes, high heels, all kinds of women’s shoes
TOILETRIES (huge need for these)
baby powder, shampoo, lotions, toothbrushes, toothpaste, bar soap, adult diapers, baby lotion, body wash, spray air freshener, 2-in-1 shampoo and conditioner
MEDICINES 
adult and children's cold medicine, Tylenol or any brand, high, anti-fungus cream, pin worm medicine, vitamins, antibiotics, gauze, Band-Aids, antibiotic creams, bandages, muscle rub, cough syrup, first aid kits, adult and children’s vitamins
HOUSEWARES
All sizes of bed sheets, pillowcases, towels and small washcloths, sewing machines in good working order, material, hard plastic plates & bowls, silverware, any pots and pans, sharp knives, dish towels
CLOTHES
